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Corbin also suggested that the Authority might limit the breadth of the inspection
services. Mr. Boldaz stated that $9,900.00 for construction administration was an
estimated fee. The amount of time spent on inspections and overseeing the project
mostly depends on the competence of the contactor who is awarded the bid. Mr. Oeste
suggested that there be stringent, objective standards in place for contactors bidding on
the project, such as years of experience and expertise in completed projects of a similar
nature. It was also suggested that strong deadline language be added to the bid package.

The Authority asked if there might be grant money available to offset the costs for this
project. Mr. Kirkpatrick and Mr. Boldaz both said it was unlikely that grants were
available.

Mr VanLew recommended that a plumber uncover and inspect the air line that runs from
the facility building to the treatment tank to determine ifthere is rust in that line. The
Authority gave Mr. VanLew approval to have a certified plumber perform this service.

Keats Glen NPDES Permit

Mr. Boldaz stated that the NPDES permit has been approved. There were several
comments in response to Mr. Boldaz November 2, 2007 letter:

1. The phosphorus limits from the draft pennit have been modified. The first two
years of the renewal pennit continue the existing phosphorus limits of 3 mg/l
average monthly and 6 mg/I instantaneous maximum, for the period April through
October. MonitorlReport requirements have been added for the period November
through March. This will allow time to evaluate the treatment plant process
configuration and equipment and collect performance data, especially during
colder temperatures. Reduced year-round phosphorus limits of 2 mg/I average
monthly and 4 mg/I instantaneous maximum begin in the third year of the permit.

A paragraph has been added to Part C as Other Requirement 13, on the last page
of the renewal permit, to clarify the phosphorus requirements and to indicate that
an amendment of the permit may be requested to extend the seasonal phosphorus
limits.

2. The existing effluent limits for Total Residual Chlorine (TRC) are continued in
the renewal permit. The draft effluent limits for TRC in the Pennsylvania Bulletin
Notice on November 3, 2007 were in error.

3. Other Requirement 14 has been added to the last page of the renewal permit to
clarify which parameters are to be monitored for instantaneous maximums.

Mr. Boldaz will suggest what kind of equipment is needed to monitor .the-phosphorus
limit. -
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Applecross Pump and Haul Permit

Mr. Curtin stated that PADEP approved the pump and haul pennit for 61 homes. Mr.
Curtin stated that Mr. Ebert is proposing an amendment to the pennit to include
additional homes since between fifty and sixty homes have been sold. Mr. Ebert will
circulate the proposed amendment at the next meeting.

2008 Budget

Mr. Summers provided a final budget for the Municipal Authority to review.

Mr. Summers has budgeted for administrative costs so the Authority can reimburse the
Township for use of personnel and equipment. He has used $10,000 for the budgeted
amount. Mr. VanLew and Mrs. Smedley provided information on costs for the last
month which indicate that the Township costs are likely more than $10,000 a year. The
Township costs will continue to be monitored. A monthly invoice will be provided to the
Authority.

After review of the 2008 budget dated December 10,2007 Mr. Kirkpatrick made a
motion to approve the budget. Mr. Anthony seconded the motion, with all voting Aye.

Resolution 01 Of 2008 - A Resolution of East Brandywine Township Municipal
Authority Amending Provisions for Sewer Rates for the Keats GlenlDelaware
County Community College Service Area

This Resolution increases the Keats Glen sewer rates from $135 a quarter to $150 a
quarter in order to partially cover additional costs for maintaining the treatment plant.
Mr. Corbin asked if there were any questions or comments. There were none. Mr.
Anthony made a motion to adopt Resolution 01 of2008. Mr. Summers seconded the
motion, with all voting Aye.

Other Business

Mr. Piersol stated he received a quote from Francis Halllnsurance for flood insurance for
the pump station. The cost for the insurance would be approximately $1 ,000. To date,
there have been no flooding problems within the pump station although water has
reached to the steps on occasions. Mr. Piersol was asked if the Wawa development
would affect flooding at the pump station. He stated that he wasn't sure, but that
development in that area might affect the flood water levels at the pump station in the
future. It was also noted that this pump station will be replaced at some point in the
future by a Pulte system pump station The Authority decided that the flood insurance
isn't necessary at this point, but may revisit this issue in the filture. .
