Frequently Asked Questions

®  Question: Which night of the week/what time will my child play games?

Until player registration is complete, it is not possible to confirm the game nights/game times. The
number of teams in each age group must be determined in order to create the final schedule. Following
the player draft (early December), coaches will notify their players regarding season schedule.

e Question: Where will my child play games?

Boys and girls in the 8-9 year age group will play games at the Brandywine Wallace Elementary School.
Most games in the 10-12 year age group and the 13-17 year age group will be played at Downingtown
Middle School or the Delaware County Community College - Downingtown campus.
